All three lakes should produce wonderful recreation and abundant fishing results. Please remember all EG Lakes are now CATCH & RELEASE ONLY.  Remember all of our lakes are subject to the NYS DEC fishing regulations. All fishermen & ladies must hold a NYS fishing, resident or non-residents license. As a matter of security the DEC will inspect lakes on their own schedule. Non-licensed people are subject to a NYS fine. 

Can we eat fish from our lakes? This has been a question raised by community members  on several occasions. Although our three lakes are "Catch & Release" lakes I feel it is important for you all to have NY State's information to review.

                    Why are we Catch and Release is the next reasonable question.

 

                    We try to maintain a healthy fish population in all of our lakes. The removal of large breeder size fish dramatically reduces the game fish population. The weather, chemicals from lawns and roadbeds, low oxygen can cause stress to the lakes and the fish. By allowing the fish to be returned to the lakes we will preserve the natural balance and stock of fish. This is necessary while we are creating a stocking program and researching ways to improve our lakes. Please report all unauthorized people on the lakes, docks or shorelines to the office for investigation

 

For those who may not know, the community commissioned Cobleskill University to study our lakes in the 2004 season. The 21-page report was received spring 2005, and its recommendations are already being implemented. A copy of this report is available through the EG office. We need everybody to cooperate, if you see questionable activity on the lakes, please report it to the office. All boats on any of the lakes should have an EG registration number sticker on the left of the bow (front end). These stickers for each of your boats are available free at EG office.  On the EG website www.emerald-green.org you will find information about dock and boat rack availability along with the rules.
